UCCS is located in the East Central portion of Colorado 

overlooking Pikes Peak. It is 1 hour south of Denver and 

stands over 1609 meters above sea level. UCCS has 

approximately 12,180 students, more than 800 experienced 

faculty members and more than 800 devoted staff members. 

 

UCCS has 6 areas of studies: Education, Health Sciences, 

Business, Engineering and Applied Sciences, Public Affairs, 

and Letters, Arts, and Sciences 

UCCS offers 49 Baccalaureate Programs, 24 Master’s 

Programs, 7 Doctoral Programs, and 28 Certificate Programs. 

 

UCCS is part of the Colorado University (CU) system, which 

has four campuses located in Denver, Boulder, Aurora, and 

Colorado Springs.

Bachelor level students Due to the courses available for exchange students during the 

Fall, we recommend students on the bachelor level to spend a 

Fall semester at UCCS.  All students return to campus for the 

Fall semester, so this offers an opportunity to meet fellow 

students which can be easier than attending during the Spring 

semester 

 

Master level students Students benefit from spending the Fall semester at UCCS, or 

stay a full academic year in order to benefit from the 

progression of courses. 

 

Masters level courses generally require a completed 

bachelor’s degree  

 

“Add and Drop” periods 

 

UCCS allows students to add/drop classes up until the census 

date—which varies depending on the semester. Once census 

date has arrived, students must be enrolled in the minimum 

credit requirements. UCCS will lock student’s ability to

Most departments at UCCS are open for exchange students at 

undergraduate levels if they fulfill the requirements. However, 

there are specialty programs that may not allow this. 

Is it possible to take courses

Yes, however there are some programs that have a second, 

higher application where it may not be possible (i.e. Nursing)

Credits requirements 

 

Undergraduate students must be enrolled in a minimum of 12 

credits to be considered full-time per semester and maintain 

visa status. Graduate students must be enrolled in 6 credits per 

semester.

Computing a Grade Point Average (GPA) 

The grade point average is computed by multiplying the credit 

points per hour, (A=4, A-=3.7, B+=3.3, B=3, B-=2.7, C+=2.3, 

C=2.0, C-=1.7, D+=1.3, D=1.0, D-=0.7, F=0) by the number 

of hours for each course, totaling the hours and the credit 

points, and dividing the latter by the former.

Exempt Countries: Australia, Belize, Botswana, Canada 

(except Quebec), Commonwealth Caribbean (Anguilla, 

Antigua and Barbuda, The Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, 

Bermuda, The British Virgin Islands, The Cayman Islands, 

Dominica, Grenada, Jamaica, Montserrat, St. Kitts and Nevis, 

St. Lucia, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, Trinidad and 

Tobago, and Turks and Caicos), Ghana, Great Britain, Ireland, 

Kenya, New Zealand, Scotland, Singapore, South Africa and

Information on insurances and 

visa/residence permits 

 

U.S. government regulations (22 CFR S62.14) require that all 

international students, scholars, and professors in J-1 status 

(as well as dependents) be enrolled in an approved insurance 

plan that includes comprehensive medical insurance with 

evacuation and repatriation coverages, and meets the 

minimum coverage limits for J-1 status exchange visitors as 

outlined here. Coverage on such a plan is required at all times 

while in the U.S. in J-1 status, beginning on the start date of 

the J-1 program continuing to the end of the J-1 program. 

There cannot be any breaks or lapses in coverage at any time, 

regardless of travel out of the U.S. during this time.
